Included in the Esplanade’s commitments are;

- Becoming carbon neutral, by securing 9.6 hectares of rainforest in Ecuador
through Rainforest Rescue.

- Energy-saving light globes installed in every guest room

- Recycling all cooking oil used in the Hotel’'s kitchen

- Water-saving shower heads and dual flush toilets throughout the property.
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
