The hotel has offset their business carbon footprint by protecting the Cloud 
Forests of Ecuador through securing 9.6 hectares of rainforest in conjunction with 
Rainforest Rescue.  
 
Ms Marylyn New, Managing Director of the Esplanade Hotel Fremantle is 
committed to all aspects of environmental sustainability and has overseen 
numerous significant expansions and renovations as a commitment to providing 
the very best facilities and services to its guests.
